May.

The Reno Lodge sponsored a Pool Party and Family B-B-Q for members of the Nevada National Guard.
Providing the Lodge's pool for a Great Family afternoon of fun and relaxation.

TIP-A-VETERAN: The Reno, Tahoe-Douglas and Carson City Lodge participated in a Veteran Services Fund
Raiser called TIP-A-VETERAN.This activity, in its second year, has Lodge members and friends act as hosts at
a variety of local and chain restaurants. They passively solicit "tips" to fund Elks Service activities. Funds
raised are also shared with two other LOCALVeteran Non-Profits; Veterans Guest House and Operation
Feedback, a veteran specific food bank.

The Tahoe Douglas Lodge, under the leadership of Tom Zorgorski, supported the improvement of a Veterans
residence with a grant from Home Depot. Tahoe Douglas also sponsored a dinner for Veterans at the Lodge.

The Reno Lodge this year renewed its participation in the Veterans Day Parade in downtown Reno, with Boy
and Girl Scouts marching along with Lodge member in classic vehicles and Harleys.

The Reno Lodge also supported an elder lonely veteran in true ADOPT-A-VETERANfashion with monthly visits
and companionship. The Lodge is also working to assist the Veteran with new dentures.

Reno Lodge also supported a family with 2 young children with 6 months of Formula and 3 months of Diapers

for the Baby and reading books for the 6 year old to help her with English as a second language. Being winter,
the Lodge also provided the children with warm coats and clothing.

In November, 2013, the Elks National Service Commission Account for Nevada North, had
$29,598.22 in the checking account. Since then the account has received funds totaling $650.00
from Elks National Veterans Service Commission in monthly deposits. My expenses totaled
$6,000.00. The details are: $1,000.00 was used to purchase a Message Board for the Radiology
Department at the Reno VA Hospital to support the Veterans using that clinic; $2,000.00 used to
assist the usa Operation at the McCarran Airport in Las Vegas; $1,000.00 was used for the
Northern Nevada Veterans Resource Center to assist homeless Veterans in the Reno/Sparks area;
$1,000.00 was used for sending disabled Veterans to the Winter Sports Clinic; $1,000.00 was
used to provide uniforms for the Reno VA Hospital Honor Guard. The Total in the account as of
this date is: $24,248.22.

Elks Lodges in northern Nevada regularly visit the Reno VA Hospital and distribute clothing,
books, toiletries, and most of all a sincere desire to lift the spirits of the hospitalized Veterans.

I have attended the Quarterly VAVS Committee Meetings in December and March at the VA
Hospital. Our Annual Review with the Volunteer Service Director was completed in March
2014.

REPORT TO NSEA

As most of you may know, the new 1 million square foot VA hospital opened in August
2012. It is touted as a State-of-the- Art facility with approximately 2,200 employees. The concept of
the new hospital began before 9-11, so they are expanding the facility to accommodate the influx of
veterans from the Iraq and Afghanistan wars. Administration offices are being moved into a new
building to make room for more medical use. This is expected to be completed by the end of this
year. The Emergency Room entrance is being modified, as it was found that ambulances could not
reach the door. Patients have to be wheeled a distance to reach the ER. Modifications should be
done by Jan 2015. The ER will also be expanded to 25 beds and a fast-track system will be utilized
to expedite patient care. An expanded Women's Clinic is under construction and will open May
2014. It is estimated that there are over 17,000 women vets in Southern NV.

Southern NV was one of a select number of cities to have both a VA Hospital and Satellite
Clinics. The hospital and the various clinics are in need of volunteers. The hospital has a 25 bed
Rehab center including 4 acute rehab beds.

The cardio-catheter lab is open and is now doing angioplasties through the wrist area rather
than through the groin or leg. It is claimed to be less painful, but takes longer.

It is reported that the new VA clinic in Laughlin NV will be open July 2014. The new
Pahrump NV clinic is scheduled to open Oct 2016.

The VA began issuing new VA cards in March 2014. The new cards are supposed to be
more secure and will display the veteran's branch of service. The IRS no longer requires a DD214
as proof of veteran's status, unless IRS has any information that would cast doubt on other
methods. They will verify status through a member's belonging to a tax -exempt Veteran's
organization. The VA will no longer require vets to provide a Means Test to determine the vet's
level of benefits. The VA will automatically match income information from the IRS and the Social
Security Administration.

Three possible sites for the new Fisher house are being looked at near the VA Hospital; $2.5
million dollars has been raised toward the $3 million dollar goal. It will be a 16 suite facility. In
addition, when funds are raised in the amount of $300,000, an RV park and a children's play area
will be built adjacent to the house.

As of the end of March a new VA transportation service was instituted-- The new Veteran's
Transportation Service. To schedule rides for vets and their caregivers, you must call 702-791-9069
in LV, outside the area the number is 1-844-859-5074.



Following is a rundown of the funds I have expended out of my account: $1,131 was
donated for a coffee cart at the Homeless Veteran's Center, the V.F.W. matched the funds. A
plaque with ELK sand VFW was placed on the cart. In Oct 2013 a Veterans Service Fair was held;
a donation of $1;000 was made to help with the expenses. A Popcorn Machine was purchased for
$350 for the U.S. Vets center. The U.S. Vets is a transitional facility that helps vets to get jobs and
housing. In Nov 2013, a check for $2000 was sent to the NSEA Treasurer to add to the other
monies from the North VA rep and the Boulder City Vets home Rep to issue a $5,000 check that
was presented to the usa center at McCarran airport. A donation of $300 was made to the
Women's Veterans of Nevada.

Women vets from all branches of service decorated their service boots to display at the "She
Wore Boots" program at the VA Hospital to make aware the contribution of women's service to
our country.

I attend quarterly VAVS meetings and monthly Commanders meetings at the hospital. I am
also on the Executive board, whose task it is to advise the Chief of Voluntary Services at the
hospital on matters regarding the support of VA patients through donations and events. We meet
monthly to meet the needs of our veteran patients through coordination and cooperation of the
VAVS Member organizations.

This next July, I will be attending for the second time the Elks National Drug Awareness Program training seminar held during
the Grand Lodge Convention in New Orleans. As the largest volunteer drug awareness program in the United States, the Elks
National Drug Awareness Program is proud of our dedicated army of volunteers who freely give their time and talents to this
most noble cause. This seminar is a very valuable tool, and I'm excited about my participation as chair of our State Association.

To maintain this program, it is important for the Lodges the use the literature that is available to them. The Drug Awareness
Literature is to be ordered through me at no cost to any Lodge, and no cost to our State Association. The Grand Lodge Drug
Awareness Program is always on top of the latest information on the new drug offerings and we must use the new literature to
keep up with the changes. Our goals have not changed. We work to ensure that our young people know the facts about drugs
and alcohol abuse. We want them not to be a user or abuser, and to continue to just say "NO". We want them to ask for help
when they need it and to not be afraid to seek out that help.

What is it about drugs and alcohol that is so enticing to our youth? We know that children are constantly under pressure to use
drugs, and alcohol seems to be an easy product to obtain. Peer pressure has a lot to do with why a child will try for the first time
a drug or try alcohol, and as parents and grandparents we can be a positive enforcement to teach them that peer pressure to
ruin their lives is not the road to take. When you drink in front of children, drink responsibly and be aware that what you do, they
will imitate.

This next year we are again proud partners with Marvel Comics. The "Avengers" are helping Elroy the Elk and the Elks combat
bullying, underage drinking, and the abuse of pharmaceutical drugs. The Avengers battle alien robots to show our children that
"if you are being bullied, and pressured to use alcohol and pharmaceutical drugs, you can always find help and that you are
"Never Alone" because help is available - and do not be afraid to ask for that help. n The printed version of this new comic book
will soon be available to you the members for you to order through me to send to the schools in your community. It is limited in
supply, but if you reach 250 children with this comic book, it is well worth the effort. As a grandparent, I am pleased to see that
bullying has been added to the Elks National Drug Awareness Program.

As a one year chairman, and new to this, I have taken this chairmanship seriously and have tried for this past year to make sure
that every Lodge knows about the literature, the poster and essay contests, the Enrique S. Camarena Award, and all aspects of
the Drug Awareness Program. I have sent numerous letters to Exalted Rulers and Drug Awareness Chairmen, and it is still
frustrating to me, and I'm sure I am not alone in my frustration, that reporting continues to be a problem. There are four Lodges
in this State Association who have not ordered literature, and three Lodges have not reported to me about their drug awareness
program. And so it is obvious that those communities in our State are not aware of the work the Elks do to help combat drug
and alcohol abuse. To not report is not an option. And, to not have a drug awareness program in your Elks Lodge goes against
our philosophy. Work to turn this around and this next 6-month reporting period, it is my goal to have 100% participation of the
Elks Lodges in the State of Nevada.

The Drug Awareness program by the Elks is instrumental in educating our youth and you and all adults about the dangers of
drug use; heroin, marijuana, cocaine, pain medications, and all the new "social" drugs that are being distributed - new ones
every year. We are establishing with the youth a platform of avoiding alcohol. Drug dealers don't care about the nine year old
they can get addicted to drugs. Do you care? If you do then climb on board and get going with this program in your community.

This is a difficult report for me to write as I spend so much time working with the Youth in the Pahrump
area. I spend about 25 hours per week working on Youth Programs and possibly drive about 200 total
miles.

Pahrump Lodge is involved in the Hoop Shoot which will take place on November 23rd. This is handled
by a seperate Chairman.

We had a Soccer Shoot also handled by a separate Chairman. I know we had a large turnout, but I was
not involved.

Last year we gave "Student of the Month Awards" at 6 Schools. I estimate that I spent a minimum of 10
hours a week during School Months (9 Months). Plus "Student of the Year Awards" Milage covered Was
about 100 miles per month.

This year we have changed the program to "Student of the Quarter". We have added 3 more Schools in
Nye County. I Estimate that I will be spending about 20 hours per week for about 30 weeks per year and
will be traveling about 500 miles four times per year. The total cost is about 1200.00 per year

In addition to this we participate in the Dictionary Program in % Schools. Cost about 800.00

We also have a Youth Appreciation Dinner each May and get a Proclamation from our Town Board. We
give awards for Americanism, Soccer, and Hoop Shoot. Total Cost about 600.00

Also we support a Group of Impoverished Youth Sponsored by Nye Community Coalition. We provide
an Annual Barbecue and give them all Tee Shirts. About 60 Youth. About 20 hours and about 450.00

If I had to record all this I would not have time for all we do.
